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Shooting Tips

Have you ever thought about ways to
improve or enhance the color of your photo?
One thing that I have been experimenting
with lately is using colored sheets or reflectors
to enhance or change the look of my photo.
You can purchase colored lens or reflectors
for many cameras but these items can get
expensive. I have been trying to find a more
economical way to achieve the same results.

A colored plastic that is thin and
transparent will allow you to either color the
flash or color the lens by holding the plastic in
place while the photo is being taken. If you
are really talented, when you place the color in
front of the lens, you can enhance or split the
photo is half and only improve part of the
picture. The colored plastic Saran wrap from
the cooking aisle will work also and attaching
the wrap by using a rubber band works best.

A guest speaker I had at one of my
photography classes suggested placing a piece
of white or colored paper in front of the
flash as a reflector. This could also be
attached by using a rubber band.
