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Shooting Tips

For many of my readers, it is time to
start getting fair entries ready. Hopefully you
have several photographs to choose from for
your entry(s). Regardless of the type of
mount board or color, keep the board clean!
This includes free of dust, overspray, glue,
lint, pencil marks, finger prints, etc.

When mounting a photograph, I
make light pencil marks just inside of where 1
want the photograph placed. I also use the
spray mount adhesive so I spray the back of
the photograph away from the mount board
and then position it. When I spray, there is
usually overspray and I trade out the paper 1
sprayed on so that no overspray from a

previous photograph gets on the front of the
photograph I am mounting;

Using issue paper or a paper towel to
press down on the photograph so it adheres
will keep fingerprints off the face.

These are some tips for how I mount
photographs. If you know something that is
easier, let me know! Mounting is one of my
least favorite things to do. Good luck with
your project.
