Shooting Tips 
 

  The following are some ideas of  
things you could try to take better people or 
portrait photos. 

 If  you must cut off  a part of  an arm 
or leg, don’t do it at a joint. Cut off  
just above or below the joint. 

 Try to incorporate an angle or side 
view. Take a few different shots and 
compare them. Do you see any 
difference in the photos? Which one 
is more pleasing?  
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Shooting Tips cont. 
 

 Remember that boys should make a 
C-shape and girls should make a  
S-shape. 

 Especially for girls wearing make up, 
use a soft light. This can be done by 
putting a piece of  white paper or 
cloth over your flash. 

 You can also curl the fingers to make 
them look natural.
