Step 1 — Create a contact list. Think
of anyone in your email contact list and BCC
(blind carbon copy) them to see if there is any
interest. Respect everyone’s privacy.

Step 2 — Once the group is started
create an email group list so everyone is kept
informed of the group’s  activities.
Communication is key.

Step 3 — Create a blog. The group in
the article used Blogger because it was free
and user friendly.

Step 4 — Find a meeting place. Work
with your group, but a monthly meeting can
get everyone together to discuss their
photography experience and suggest projects
to work on.

Step 5 — Do a group shoot. Everyone
goes out into the field together. This can be a
great learning experience for both beginners
and professionals.
